1. I Kings 17:1
Eliyahu the Tishbi said to Ach’av: “By the Life of Hashem, G-d of Israel, Whom | have stood
before, there will be in the years no dew or rain except by my word”.

2. I Kings 17:20
Eliyahu called to Hashem, saying: “Have you even wronged this widow with whom | am living
by killing her son?”

3. Sanhedrin 113a

When Hashem saw that the world was suffering from the drought, He told Eliyahu to go to
Tzarfat, and then He caused the woman’s son to fall ill. Eliyahu prayed for the key to
resurrection. He was told: “Three keys had previously not been given to agents — those of
life, of rain, and of resurrection. Would it be appropriate if they said ‘Two keys are in the
hands of the student, and one in the hands of the master? Return that one and take this
one”, as it says “Go appear to Ach’av, and | will give rain”

4. 1 Kings 18:21-24

Eliyahu approached the mass of people and said: “How long will you dance on both sides of
the fence?” If Hashem is the god, follow Him, and if Baal, follow him!” The people said
nothing in response.

Eliyahu said to the people: “I am left as the sole prophet of Hashem, while the prophets of
Baal number 450 men. We will be given two oxen — they will choose one ox, dismember it
and place it over wood, but they will not light it, and | will prepare the second ox, placing it
over wood but not lighting it.

You will call in the name of your god, and | will call in the Name of Hashem, and the god who
responds is the G-d.” The people said in response: “This is a good thing”.

5. I Kings 18:36-37

In early afternoon, Eliyahu the Prophet approached and said: “Hashem, G-d of Avraham,
Yitzchak, and Yisroel — Today let it be known that You are G-d in Israel and that | am Your
servant, and that it is at Your word that | have done all these things.

Answer me Hashem, answer me, for You are Hashem the G-d, and You have turned their
hearts away.”

6. Berakhot 31b-32a
R. Elazar further said: “Eliyahu spoke harshly to Heaven, as Scripture says “and You have
turned their hearts away.”

7. 1 Kings 19:2-4

Izevel sent to Eliyahu: “Let the gods do this and more — tomorrow | will have your life as if it
were one of those.

He saw, arose, and left for his life. He came to Be’er Sheva, which is in Yehudah, and left his
servant there.

He went a day into the desert, sat underneath a broom-shrub, and questioned whether he
should live or die, saying: “Too much — now, Hashem, take my life, for | am not better than my
predecessors”.
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8. I Kings 19:9-18

He entered the cave and rested there, when the Word of Hashem came to him, saying to him:
“What is here for you, Eliyahu?”

He said: “I have been zealous for Hashem G-d of Hosts, for the Children of Israel have
abandoned Your covenant, destroyed Your altars and killed your prophets by the sword, so
that | am left alone, and they seek to take my life”.

He said: “Go out and stand on the mountain before Hashem”. Hashem was passing. There
was a great and powerful wind, cleaving mountains and shattering rocks before Hashem, but
Hashem was not in the wind. After the wind there was an earthquake, but Hashem was not in
the earthquake. After the earthquake flame, but Hashem was not in the flame. After the
flame a quiet, delicate voice.

When Eliyahu heard, he hid his face in his cape and went out to the entrance of the cave. A
voice came to him, saying: “What is here for you, Eliyahu?”

He said: “I have been zealous for Hashem G-d of Hosts, for the Children of Israel have
abandoned Your covenant, destroyed Your altars and killed your prophets by the sword, so
that | am left alone, and they seek to take my life”.

Hashem said to him: “Go, return on your journeys, to the Damascene desert. When you
arrive, you will anoint Chazael king over Aram. You will anoint Yehu ben Nimshi as King over
Israel, and you will anoint Elisha ben Shafat as prophet in your place.

Whoever escapes the sword of Chazael will be killed by Yehu, and whoever escapes the
sword of Yehu will be killed by Elisha.

I will leave in Israel 7000, all the knees that have not bowed to Baal, and all the lips that have
not kissed him.”

9. Mekhilta d’Rabbi Yishmael Bo 1

Eliyahu demanded the honor of the father but not the honor of the son, as Scripture says: “I
have been zealous for Hashem G-d of Hosts . . .”. What does it say there? “Hashem said to
him: ‘Go, return on your journeys, to the Damascene desert . . . You will anoint Yehu ben

Nimshi as King over Israel, and you will anoint Elisha ben Shafat as prophet in your place’.
The meaning of “as prophet in your place” is “| don't want your prophecy”.

10. Numbers 11:27-29

The servant ran and told Mosheh: “Eldad and Meidad are prophesying in the camp!”
Yehoshuah bin Nun, the aide of Mosheh from among his chosen, responded: “My lord
Mosheh, condemn them!”

Mosheh said to him: “Are you being zealous for me? Would that all the nation of Hashem
would be prophets, as they would be if Hashem placed His spirit upon them”.

11. Numbers 25:6-13

A man from the Children of Israel came and introduced a Midianite women among his
brothers in the sight of Mosheh and the whole congregation of the Children of Israel, while
they were crying at the entrance to the Tent of Meeting.

Pinechas, son of Elazar, son of Aharon the Priest, saw this. He arose out of the
congregation, taking a spear in his hand.

He came after the man of Israel into the inner chamber and ran both through, the man of
Israel and the women to her inner chamber. The plague then ceased from the Children of
Israel.

The dead in the plague numbered 24,000.

Hashem spoke to Mosheh: “Pinechas, son of Elazar, son of Aharon the Priest, turned My
anger away from the Children of Israel by being zealous in My cause, preventing Me from
wiping out the Children of Israel in My zealotry.

Therefore say: ‘Behold, | give him My covenant of peace.

There shall be for him and his descendants a covenant of eternal priesthood, since he was
zealous for his G-d and atoned for the Children of Israel’.

12. Malakhi 3:23-24

| am sending you Eliyah the Prophet before the great and terrible Day of Hashem comes.

He will restore the hearts of fathers to their sons, and of sons to their fathers, lest | come and
smite the land into devastation.
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
